Greetings, valued readers!

The goal of science and scientists, as their faithful servants or at least temporary allies, is to
break boundaries. To think differently than before, to choose another focus of attention, to
understand what was not clear before you, to show a connection where before were disjoint lines.

We decided to name topic of issue 2 for 2026 as “Gnosis: between West and East, Past and
Future”. It seems that this is the way to capture the maximum possible range of questions covered
in it, not to mention the traditionally wide geography of topics and authors.

Traditionally, considerable attention has been focused on the Eurasian region. Thus, an
article on the evolution of ideas about the border with Russia in Kazakh society overcomes the
narrowness of the institutional approach in border studies.

Another major geopolitical player in
the region, India, is the subject of an article that examines its place in the political discourse of
Europe and the EU. We have not forgotten the neighboring state, but with fundamentally
different conditions — Afghanistan and the problems of accessibility and quality of education
facing its population, as well as the role of international cooperation in this issue.

From the Eurasian region, the reader will be able to travel to Latin America and immerse
himself in the world of challenges facing the region, including the threat of fragmentation and
the need to balance between the United States and China. An assessment of the ways of building
integration models of interaction as a relevant response to it is given.

One of the new factors dictating the need to intensify cooperation between different
countries is the spread of cybercrime. Using the example of the UN Convention adopted against
it, the issue of globalism and sovereignty is considered in discussions at multilateral international
negotiations.

Considering the boundaries of knowledge of the present, we should not forget about the
past. A number of the articles are devoted to the history of Russian science, including such
aspects as women’s medical education in pre-revolutionary Russia and the practice of public
science in the early Soviet period.

From the time of attempts to realize the Bolshevik utopia, the reader will turn to the topic
of utopian ideals in Chinese political philosophy, which can give a clearer picture of the
ideological attitudes of modern China. Another article in the issue is also devoted to the
interpretation of Marxism, but in modern Russia.

To know everything in the world is also a utopia, obvious to residents of all countries and
continents. We dare to assume that the authors of the articles in this issue do not pretend to do
this either. However, we can say with much more confidence that they have taken at least one
step in this direction. Now it’s the reader’s turn.

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Abstract

study. The regulatory mechanisms, structural characteristics, and practical results of implementing
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the state strategy are examined. Particular attention is paid to the role of China's technical universities
in the integrated model of science and education. The integration of technology, scientific research,
and human resource development facilitates the formation of innovative scientific clusters, which
serve not only as a market ecosystem but also as an element and mechanism for implementing the
state's long-term development strategy.

Methods and Materials. The study is based on a system approach that views objects as
complex systems consisting of interconnected elements. This approach is relevant for studying
universities and research organizations, allowing for consideration of their multi-level structure and
interaction dynamics. The materials are presented in key strategic documents designed to stimulate
the development of scientific and technological fields in China.

Results. State policy in China directs technical universities to play a crucial role in the national
innovation system. They reproduce scientific knowledge, train highly skilled personnel, and transfer
technology to the real economy. Unlike traditional models, where universities primarily focus on
education, Chinese technical and engineering institutions are tasked with implementing state
technological priorities. The development of innovation clusters in China is spatially differentiated.

Discussion and Conclusion. In various regions of the country, scientific clusters have formed
with clear industry specialization, determined by historical prerequisites, the availability of a
scientific, educational and technological base, industrial infrastructure, a historically established
university community and state policy priorities. The study findings may be of interest to specialists
in applied research in international regional studies, as well as to those studying the development of
government governance of universities and the scientific and technological sector.

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Abstract

Introduction. This investigation presents a comprehensive analysis of the role of International
Non-Governmental Organizations in the governance of Afghanistan's education sector during the
severe humanitarian and political crisis of 2020 — 2025. The study is grounded in the concept of
humanitarian diplomacy as a tool for maintaining the viability of social institutions in a "fragile state"
context. The relevance of the topic is determined by the urgent need to ensure access to education
under conditions of regime change, gender-based exclusion, and international isolation. The research
guestions focus on how INGOs (International non-governmental Organizations) adapted educational
programs to restrictive policies and what mechanisms ensured continuity of schooling for children,
especially girls.

Materials and methods. The study is based on data from intergovernmental organizations of
the UN system, including UNICEF and UNESCO, as well as internal reports from key international
non-governmental organizations (INGOs), such as Save the Children, CARE, and the Norwegian
Refugee Council (NRC). The authors analyzed policy documents, program reports, and statistical
data to reconstruct the dynamics of Afghanistan’s education sector after the August 2021 regime
change. Content and program analysis were conducted to assess the impact of Community-Based
Education (CBE) programs and other adaptive mechanisms.

Results. The study finds that, amid the lack of state funding and international isolation of the
de facto authority’s regime, INGOs (International non-governmental Organizations) effectively
assumed the functions of a shadow ministry of education, ensuring access to primary schooling for
6.77 million children. The research highlights that 2.2 million girls were excluded from secondary
education due to restrictive policies. Community-Based Education programs emerged as the sole
sustainable mechanism for preserving educational infrastructure, despite critical funding shortages
that covered only 22% of needs in 2025.
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Conclusion. The findings demonstrate that INGOs (International non-governmental
Organizations) played a decisive role in maintaining the operational viability of Afghanistan’s
education sector under conditions of political and humanitarian crisis. The study underscores the
importance of adaptive educational programs and the potential of International Non-Governmental
Organization to act as quasi-governmental actors in fragile state contexts. These insights contribute to
the understanding of humanitarian diplomacy and inform strategies for supporting education in crisis-
affected regions.

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Abstract

Introduction. The relevance of this topic stems from the application of traditional utopian
ideals such as «da tong», «xiao kang», «great balance», and others to the implementation of the
Chinese leadership's ambitious visions — «Chinese dream and a «community of shared future for
mankind». The topic's novelty lies in its identification of the continuity between ancient philosophy
and the current foreign policy of the People’s Republic of China. Examining how classical Chinese
ideals are transformed into contemporary global initiatives is essential for understanding the
country's development strategy in a changing world. The aim of this study is to establish the
relationship between China’s utopian ideals and its contemporary political philosophy, as well as the
ideological principles of the Chinese leadership in global affairs. The primary research objective is to
demonstrate the connection between traditional Chinese ideals and ideas and China's contemporary
political philosophy, as well as the ideological principles of the Chinese leadership in global affairs.

Methods and materials. The study draws on a range of scientific publications that analyze
utopias in Chinese political philosophy. Hermeneutics, a key philosophical method, is used in
examining utopia in Chinese political philosophy. We also employ discourse analysis, which allows
us to analyze political language and identify how traditional terms (e.g., «xiao kangy», «great
equilibrium» etc.) are imbued with new geopolitical meaning in China's official discourse. The
primary sources of Chinese philosophical and socio-political thought are: the Tao Te Ching, the
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Taiping Jing, the Zhuangzi, and the Shi Jing. Given the incomparability of literary approaches and
perceptions in English and Chinese, the study is conducted within a historical context and takes into
account ideologemes as they are adapted to the Chinese way of thinking. The works and speeches of
Chinese President Xi Jinping also serve as a research base.

Results. The study revealed that the utopian ideals of «great unity», «great balance», and the
«tianxia» system are politically designed to return China to establishing a global order that will
replace and then displace the Western concept of conflict and inequality in the world. The concept of
«tianxiay is the basis for the implementation of the modern megaproject «One Belt, One Road» and
the concept of the «community of common destiny of mankind, as the Chinese leadership
inextricably links them with the interests of all mankind».

Discussion. It is emphasized that the concept of «utopia» in its broadest sense is ambiguous
and dual in nature, which is true in Chinese tradition and reality. The Chinese paradigm of thought
implies a lack of concrete and clear definitions, which leads to an open mind and an allegorical
approach to action. The Confucian ideal of a socio-political order where the world belongs to all (for
instance, «tianxia») is close to the taoist «great balance» and «great unity». It is noted that Western
notions of the world are already losing ground in scientific descriptions of the relationships between
different civilizations. Immanuel Kant's theory of «perpetual peace» and Samuel Huntington's
concept of the «clash of civilizations» attest to this. Wang Tao, Kang Youwei, and Zhao Tingyang
believe that individual rationality is selfish, inconsistent with ethical and moral relationships, and
therefore incapable of solving global problems. The four ideals of these scholars correspond to
utopian attitudes that reflect the Chinese civilization's perception of the world.

Conclusion.The theoretical conclusions of the article expand our understanding of how
national Chinese archetypes shape China's foreign policy. The results of the study may be useful for
government agencies in assessing the Chinese state’s readiness to implement «soft» and «hard»
power. Understanding the ethical and utopian attitudes of the Chinese side helps build more nuanced
communication, utilizing congenial meanings and avoiding cultural and ideological conflicts.

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Abstract

Introduction. The spread of Marxism in Russia was shaped by a complex set of socio-
economic factors, above all the development of capitalist production based on the exploitation of
wage labor, the growth of the proletariat, and the intensification of contradictions between the
proletariat and the bourgeoisie. An important role was also played by the formation of class self-
consciousness among the working class, manifested in the struggle for its own interests and the
creation of professional organizations. A substantial contribution to the scientific and practical
development of Marxism was made by V. I. Lenin, who regarded it not only as a theoretical doctrine
but also as a political current serving as an instrument for achieving concrete political goals. During
the Soviet period, Marxist thought acquired an institutionalized form and became widely
disseminated. After the collapse of the USSR, a phase of critical reassessment of Marxism began in
the former Soviet republics. In contemporary Russia, two mutually exclusive tendencies can be
identified: on the one hand, a consistent critique of Marxism; on the other, the continued recognition
of its relevance as a theoretical and political doctrine.

Materials and methods. The source base of the study can be conventionally divided into two
groups: works aimed at criticizing Marxism and studies proposing its renewed interpretation in the
context of contemporary Russia. The methodological framework of the research is based on the
institutional approach, as well as historical-critical and historical-comparative methods.

Results. The analysis reveals two opposing directions in the interpretation of Marxism in
Russia. Criticism of Marxism is represented, first, by a right-wing discourse articulated by liberal and
anti-communist authors, and second, by a left-wing strand formed by supporters of the communist
idea. Studies oriented toward the rethinking of Marxism may also be divided into two types: “critical
Marxism,” developed by theoretical continuators of the Marxist tradition, and “eclectic Marxism,”
characteristic of works produced by representatives of the Communist Party of the Russian
Federation.

Conclusion. In contemporary Russia, Marxism has not disappeared. It continues to exist as a
political movement, as an ideological doctrine, and as an object of scholarly analysis. The polarity of
assessments of Karl Marx’s ideas—from their rejection as outdated to their recognition as relevant—
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indicates that Marxism continues to generate sustained interest within Russian social and academic
discourse.

The emergence of the first Marxist organizations in Russia dates back to the 1880s.
The rapid spread of Marxism was closely connected with the complex socio-economic
conditions that had taken shape in the country, including the growth of capitalist production
based on the exploitation of wage labor, the significant expansion of the proletariat, and the
intensification of contradictions between the bourgeoisie and the proletariat. Equally
important was the growing awareness of the role of the proletariat in the struggle for its own
interests, as well as the establishment of workers’ professional organizations. The first
Marxist groups in Russia were founded by Dmitry (Dimitar) Blagoev (1856-1924) [1] and
P. V. Tochissky (1864-1918) [2]. A qualitatively new stage in the dissemination of Marxist
ideas is associated with the activities of G. V. Plekhanov (1856-1918) [3], who argued that
the working class itself should take the initiative in the development of the communist
movement.

The scientific and practical development of Marxism is inseparably linked to the name
of V. I. Lenin (1870-1924) [4]. In his understanding, Marxism was a political current that
functioned as an instrument for achieving specific political goals. Within Marxist
philosophy, Lenin placed primary emphasis on the dialectical law of the unity and struggle
of opposites. A new stage in the interpretation of Marxism in Russia/the USSR is associated
with the name of I. V. Stalin (1878-1953) [5]. His understanding of Marxism differed
substantially from both the classical tradition and Lenin’s interpretation. Stalinist Marxism
was characterized by dogmatism and schematic thinking, which to a certain extent hindered
the development of culture and science.

The development of Marxist thought became particularly widespread in the USSR
during the 1960s-1980s, when research centers were active and many scholars were deeply
engaged in the study of Marxism. During this period, analytical works on Marxism by V. A.
Vazyulin [6] and E. V. llyenkov [7] appeared; these studies have not lost their scholarly
significance to this day. After the collapse of the Soviet Union, the former ideology and
model of development were subjected to systematic re-evaluation. In a number of former
Soviet republics, the early stage of transformation was accompanied by a wave of criticism
of Marxism. In some interpretations, the economic stagnation of the Soviet period was
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attributed to the theoretical foundations of Marxism and to problems in its practical
implementation [8].

At present, the Russian intellectual sphere is experiencing an intense contestation over
the fate of Marxism: on the one hand, there are critical interpretations that regard it as an
outdated ideology; on the other hand, there are constructive reassessments that affirm its
analytical value for understanding contemporary socio-economic processes. This situation of
oppositional coexistence constitutes the logical starting point for examining the actual
position of Marxism within contemporary Russian intellectual and political discourse.

This article focuses on the critical reflection on and creative reinterpretation of
Marxism within contemporary Russian scholarship. The study aims, through a typological
analysis, to identify the principal theoretical approaches used to evaluate Marxism and to
explore the mechanisms that sustain its continued presence in academic debates. The article
addresses three key questions. First, what are the central arguments of contemporary Russian
critiques of Marxism? Second, what are the main directions in which scholars are
reconstructing Marxist theory? Third, what social and intellectual conditions explain why
Marxism continues to attract sustained academic attention in present-day Russia?

Materials and Methods

The materials used in this article can be conventionally divided into two groups. The
first group consists of works devoted to the critique of Marxism in contemporary Russia,
reflected in the studies of E. T. Gaidar and V. A. Mau [9], V. K. Kudrov [10], V. Ryzhkov
[11], E. V. Pashintseva [12], D. A. Davydov [13], and I. A. Inshakov [14]. The second group
includes works focused on a renewed interpretation of Marxism in modern Russia. This
group comprises studies by A. V. Buzgalin and A. I. Kolganov [15], V. M. Mezhuev [16],
A. S. Kazenkov [17], M. F. Chernysh [18], N. V. Asonov [19], A. I. Kolganov [20],
E. V. Zolotukhina-Abolina and V. E. Zolotukhin [21], as well as V. V. Evglevsky [22].

The methodological foundation of the study is based on the institutional approach,
which makes it possible to examine the evolution of social institutions. The application of
the historical-critical method enabled a critical analysis of Marxist sources and their
interpretations. The use of the historical-comparative method made it possible to identify the
regularities and distinctive features of contemporary Marxism.

Findings

Critique of Marxism in Contemporary Russia

In the article by E. V. Pashintseva [12], criticism directed at Marxism is analyzed, and
two main critical theses are identified. First, the revolutionary events in Russia are described
as having occurred “not according to Marx,” since the country was not economically
prepared for such transformations and should have awaited similar developments in more
advanced industrial states. Second, it is argued that the Bolsheviks who came to power
imposed a Marxist ideology alien to Russia [12, p. 48]. Criticism of Marxism is thus closely
linked to the Soviet-period interpretation of Karl Marx’s doctrine. A similar understanding is
presented in the work of E. T. Gaidar and V. A. Mau [9], who argue that in Russian society
at the end of the 1990s and the beginning of the twenty-first century a strongly negative
attitude toward Marxism prevailed. They note that “a natural reaction of rejection occurs.
The Russian intelligentsia of middle age does not wish to think about Marxism. Young
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people raised in the post-Soviet period are not interested in Marxism” [9]. This assertion,
however, is evidently to some extent arbitrary; it represents a specific product of the period
of socio-economic transformation in Russia and can hardly be generalized as a dominant
consensus of an entire historical stage.

The article by V. K. Kudrov [10] offers a critical examination of the fundamental
foundations of Marxist economic theory and compares them with the realities of XX century
life. Particular attention is paid to the labor theory of value, surplus value, the laws of
capitalist accumulation, and the concepts of absolute and relative impoverishment of the
proletariat. The author concludes that Marx’s theory is utopian and untenable, and argues for
the creation of a new economic theory capable of responding to the challenges of the XXI
century.

The works of contemporary Russian scholars D. A. Davydov [13] and I. A. Inshakov
[14] address the critique of Marxism in foreign political science. Davydov advances the idea
of a “crisis dead end” for Marxism, claiming that it has ceased to develop and entered a
period of stagnation; this thesis is supported by references to Western scholars. In assessing
this position, it can be noted that the article has a certain value, but primarily as a critique of
neo-Marxism and Western Marxist approaches, rather than of Marxism as such. In the article
by I. A. Inshakov, the thesis is advanced that Karl Marx combined “utopian” and “scientific”
approaches in his thinking. A critique of this position is offered by N. Lopatin, whose
conclusions appear persuasive: “At the same time, the author fails to take into account the
historical, scientific, and socio-political context. For him, Marxism is a spherical horse in a
vacuum: it seems to exist, but is separated from everything and does not develop. As a result,
the author ‘criticizes’ Marxism of the mid—if not the late—nineteenth century, which is

very convenient”".

Studies of Marxism in Contemporary Russia

At present, contemporary interpretations of Marxism are experiencing a renaissance in
the social sciences [18]. In modern Russian political literature, works defending Marxism
have appeared. Among them is the monograph by V. M. Mezhuev, Marx against Marxism:
Essays on an Unpopular Topic [16]. This work analyzes the discrepancies between Karl
Marx’s doctrine and its interpretations by “Soviet Marxists.” The author examines in detail
Marx’s understanding of history, culture, and society, while demonstrating fundamental
divergences between Marx’s own views and those of the “scholars” who judged him from
“Soviet positions.” Mezhuev notes that “a return to Marx is as inevitable as our transition to
a capitalist-type market economy” [16, p. 7].

The authors of the article «Dialectics in the Contemporary Era: The Relevance of the
Ideas of Hegel and Marx» likewise conclude that “Marxism continues to remain an
important foundation for the analysis of power and systems of social inequality. Serious
inequalities generated under conditions of globalization once again draw attention to the
materialist interpretation of history and the need for social transformation” [24, p. 711].

A. 1. Kolganov argues that “the scientific legacy of K. Marx contains a number of
long-term historical forecasts that have received brilliant confirmation in our time. The

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development of Marx’s ideas in contemporary Marxism provides a solid theoretical basis for
understanding the fundamental contradictions of modernity” [20].

In Russia, Marxism exists in a wide variety of currents. Russian political scientist L. V.
Smorgunov [25] identifies two principal directions: the first, “critical Marxism,” represented
primarily by the works of A. V. Buzgalin and A. 1. Kolganov; and the second, “eclectic
Marxism,” developed in the writings of G. A. Zyuganov. “Critical Marxists consider
themselves the most consistent continuators of Marxist doctrine and claim to provide an
adequate expression of the ‘left-wing’ socialist and communist movement in Russia,”
Smorgunov notes [26, p. 128].

“Critical Marxism” is grounded in Karl Marx’s dialectical method, which makes it
possible to critically analyze contemporary socio-economic conditions. It sets as its goal the
elaboration of a transition from modern capitalism to the ideals of socialism and
communism. From the perspective of critical Marxism, objective prerequisites for such a
transition already exist in contemporary society. These include, first, the presence of the
creative potential of human labor as a decisive factor of modern progress; second, the
replacement of the previously dominant rational actor, homo economicus, by a new type of
personality, homo creator, characterized by creative potential and the ability to transform the
world; third, the transformation of the biosphere — from being viewed merely as a source of
raw materials — into a cultural value, whose reproduction has become a central function of
progress; and fourth, the vast cultural wealth created by humanity, which contributes to
further social development [27].

According to Smorgunov, a weakly developed aspect of “critical Marxism” is the
practical organization of the transition from capitalism to socialism. He concludes that it
“represents a marginal current that exerts no serious influence on political discourse in
society, on social science research agendas, or on political practice” [27, p. 114].

“Eclectic Marxism,” by contrast, represents an association of scholars seeking to
remain faithful to Marxism while simultaneously taking into account new processes and
phenomena such as globalization, informatization, and democratization. This direction is
pragmatic in character and aims to expand its social base [27]. From the perspective of
eclectic Marxism, global capitalism itself constitutes the condition for a transition to
socialism, as it creates the material foundation for a just social order. According to
Smorgunov, “the two most important approaches through which contemporary Russian
communist ideologues and politicians attempt to enrich Marxism are geopolitics and the
theory of civilizations” [25]. In his view, eclectic Marxism turns to ideas of nationalism,
using this ideology against capitalist globalization [25]. Supporters of eclectic Marxism,
however, reject this interpretation, arguing that it is precisely the creative synthesis of
Marxist methodology with the intellectual heritage of Russian thinkers that will serve as the
foundation for the emergence of a modern domestic socialism [27].

The principal ideologue of “eclectic Marxism” is the leader of the Communist Party of
the Russian Federation, G. A. Zyuganov. A comprehensive analysis of his statements from
different periods reveals a certain degree of inconsistency. At the same time, his discourse
clearly reflects the core ideas of Marxism, particularly the historical inevitability of
capitalism’s demise. Zyuganov states: “The fundamental discoveries of Marx and Engels
have demonstrated that capitalism — whose dead-end stage is today’s globalization — is
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historically doomed. By multiplying poverty and hardship, it simultaneously increases the
number of those in whom protest against this exploitative and unjust system grows, a protest
that ultimately leads to its collapse [23].”

Other Directions of Marxist Research in Russia

According to contemporary Russian scholars who develop the intellectual legacy of
Karl Marx, future research in Russia is likely to proceed along several major directions,
including philosophy, the dialectics of cognition, methodology, economics, and social
theory.

In the philosophical system developed by Karl Marx, central attention is devoted to the
human being as a fundamentally practical entity oriented toward transforming the world in
order to realize human needs [28, p. 6]. Russian scholars regard this thesis as foundational
for the further development of Marxism, as it is grounded in the principles of systemic
analysis, scientific rigor, and the methodology of materialist dialectics. These principles, in
their view, provide potential pathways out of the spiritual and intellectual crisis currently
affecting philosophical thought [28, p. 19].

A defining feature of the twenty-first century is the process of globalization, which has
exacerbated inequalities between countries and within societies, while also generating
ecological crises. Under these conditions, Marxist dialectics emerges as a crucial analytical
instrument for examining transformations in social, economic, and ecological systems. From
the perspective of Russian Marxists, the application of Karl Marx’s dialectical method to the
realities of the twenty-first century serves as an important factor stimulating social
movements that struggle for justice and equality [24].

According to A. V. Buzgalin, Professor at the Faculty of Philosophy of Moscow State
University, Marxist methodology and theory acquire particular significance in contemporary
conditions because they “help address the tasks of researching global problems of humanity,
including the social forms and consequences of the new technological revolution and the
profoundly transformed economic system” [29, p. 32]. In the field of economics, Marxism is
also seen as possessing certain advantages, since the economic realities of the twenty-first
century are marked by crisis phenomena in economic theory itself. Russian researchers argue
that a way out of this crisis can only be found through Marxism. Karl Marx’s studies of
economic development were based on dialectical, methodological, and theoretical principles
elaborated earlier in philosophical and economic thought [30].

V. V. Mironov, Dean of the Faculty of Philosophy at Moscow State University and
Corresponding Member of the Russian Academy of Sciences, notes that “even today it is
possible to identify a number of ideas within Marx’s conceptual framework that can serve as
the basis for the construction of developed social theories. Above all, this includes a complex
of philosophical-anthropological ideas related to the understanding of the human being as a
creature that transforms the world” [31]. In developing the concept of human essence, Karl
Marx integrated human social activity into a unified process of self-transformation, as well
as the transformation of society and nature [32].

A review of contemporary Russian academic literature indicates that discussions of
Marxism have evolved along two principal trajectories. The first is critical reassessment —
some scholars tend to associate Marxist theory with the historical experience of the Soviet
Union and, on this basis, subject it to critical evaluation, raising fundamental doubts about its
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explanatory power in the current economic and social spheres. The second is creative
transformation, when researchers emphasize that Marxism still retains considerable
theoretical capacity for interpreting contemporary socio-political and economic changes and
attempt to adapt and reconstruct its methodological principles under new historical
conditions. Thus, Marxism in contemporary Russia demonstrates a dual character—it is both
an object of reflection and critique and a theoretical framework that continues to be actively
developed. It is precisely this coexistence of critical reconsideration and constructive
reinterpretation that sustains Marxism’s enduring vitality and scholarly attention within
Russian academic discourse.

Discussion and Conclusion

As a result of the study, two mutually exclusive directions in the study of Marxism in
Russia were analyzed: the first is the critique of Marxism, and the second is a positive
attitude toward Marxism. An analysis of works devoted to the critique of Marxism reveals
two main tendencies. The first is criticism from the right, represented by the writings of
liberal authors. The second is criticism from the left, articulated by supporters of the
communist idea.

In contemporary Russia, Marxism has not disappeared following the intensive critical
campaign of the 1990s. It continues to exist in politics as a political movement, in ideology
as a theoretical doctrine, and in scholarship as an object of academic inquiry. Russian
scholars’ assessments of Karl Marx’s ideas are sharply polarized. Analysis of studies
devoted to Marxism in modern Russia also reveals two main directions. The first, “critical
Marxism,” is represented by works produced by continuators of the Marxist tradition. The
second, “eclectic Marxism,” is reflected in the writings of representatives of the Communist
Party of the Russian Federation. Some researchers argue that Marxism was created in the
nineteenth century and can no longer be relevant to contemporary Russian realities. Others,
by contrast, consider it relevant under present conditions and become its active proponents.
These opposing views indicate that Marxism continues to generate a certain degree of
interest within Russian society today.

The diversity of interpretations of Marxism in Russia points to an ongoing creative
search for alternatives to contemporary society. As noted, “the creation of a modern theory
of socialism that corresponds to the tendencies of the development of world civilization
under conditions of increasing globalization constitutes the most important task of the
philosophy of creative Marxism” [33].

Partial propositions of Karl Marx may appear inconsistent with the present-day
realities of Russia. Nevertheless, Marxist theory in the field of economics remains an
important school of theoretical and methodological thought for humanity as a whole. Marxist
philosophy retains its relevance in many respects even today. Under current conditions,
Marxist philosophical research, grounded in the principles of systemic analysis and
materialist dialectics, creates the prerequisites for overcoming the spiritual crisis confronting
contemporary philosophical thought worldwide. Of particular importance is the dialectical
approach, which facilitates a critical reflection on contemporary reality. It stimulates the
search for new alternative paths of development and serves as a foundation for the
elaboration of new concepts aimed at creating better conditions for human existence.

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Public Science and Anti-Religious Propaganda in the Early Soviet Period

Abstract

Introduction. Public science and the traditions of addressing it began to take shape in Russia
back in the pre-revolutionary period. In the early Soviet society, it began to be used to solve those
tasks that the new government considered the most urgent and fundamental for building a socialist
society. This included anti-religious propaganda, the success of which was seen by most of those
responsible for its organization and conduct only if scientific knowledge was disseminated.

Methods and materials. During the preparation of the article, a number of special historical
methods were used, in particular, comparative historical, historical-typological and historical-genetic.
In addition, attention was drawn to works in the field of the social history of science and the
anthropology of technology, for example, one of the founders of actor-network theory, J. Lo, who
introduced the concept of ‘“heterogeneous engineering” for a comprehensive understanding of
technological systems. The main research materials used were published and archival sources related
to the organization of anti-religious work. We are talking about periodicals, work programs of atheist
circles and anti-religious universities, reports on holidays, instructions and survey materials for such
early Soviet spaces of public science as clubs, red corners, cultural centers, etc.

Results. It is demonstrated that the organizers of anti-religious propaganda actively turned to
the practices of public science, organically integrating them into various forms of cultural work. In
particular, we are talking about lectures, talks and evenings, organization of excursions, holidays.
Atheistic periodicals were filled with popular scientific materials, and publications that focused on
technical propaganda and various aspects of building a new way of life, in turn, addressed the anti-
religious agenda.

Conclusion. Despite the debatable question of the degree of success of the Bolshevik struggle
against religion, it seems permissible to assert that it contributed to the growth of skepticism towards
the church and its devaluation in the eyes of a certain part of the population. Political and educational
activities carried out through the practices of public science also played a role in this, which helped to
make it more effective. She helped shape the image of the church as a relic of a "dark past"
dominated by superstition and ignorance. In addition, despite all the fair claims to the methods of
conducting anti-religious agitation, thanks to public science as its component, basic knowledge about
exact and natural sciences, techno-optimism, and valuable information related to hygiene and health
protection were promoted in society.

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The Professionalization of Women Forensic Physicians in the Russian Empire:
The Experience of the Women’s Medical Institute (1901-1917)

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Abstract

Introduction. In the late nineteenth century, the Russian Empire faced an acute shortage of
gualified medical personnel, which brought to the forefront the issue of establishing higher
educational institutions for the training of women physicians. With the opening of the St. Petersburg
Women’s Medical Institute in 1897 and the granting of women access to higher medical education,
women became actively involved in the processes of professionalization and specialization within
medical science in the Russian Empire. The study examines the participation of women physicians in
the field of forensic medicine in the Russian Empire in the late nineteenth and early twentieth
centuries. Particular attention is paid to the Women’s Medical Institute — the largest institution for the
training of women physicians — and to the careers of its graduates.

Methods and Materials. The study applied the general scientific methods of analysis,
synthesis, and logical generalization, as well as the principles of historicism and objectivity and the
historical-genetic method. The methodological framework is further informed by approaches from
gender studies and the prosopographical method. The source base includes medical and forensic
legislation of the Russian Empire, specialized medical periodicals, dissertation works by the first
women physicians, and unpublished archival materials from the Central State Historical Archive of
St. Petersburg and the Russian State Historical Archive.

Results. Legal and regulatory acts governing the professional rights of women physicians are
analyzed, together with the specific features of the teaching of forensic medicine at the Women’s
Medical Institute. Drawing on the biographies of the first female forensic medical experts, A. M.
Smyslova and M. M. Solunskova, the paper presents the results of research reconstructing the
trajectories of the scientific and professional careers of women physicians in one of the most
traditionally male-dominated fields of medicine.

Conclusion. The study concludes that the combination of the institutionalization of forensic
medicine within the Women’s Medical Institute and the relative flexibility of medical legislation
created unique conditions in the Russian Empire for women’s entry into the forensic medical
profession, despite the persistence of gender-based and legal restrictions. The results of this study
may be of interest to scholars in the fields of the history of medicine, higher education, and law, as
well as to specialists in gender history.

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Globalism and Sovereigntism in Multilateral International Negotiations
(a Case of the United Nations Convention against Cybercrime)

Abstract

Introduction. As the cybercrime issue spreads globally, in the light of conflict dynamics
between leading powers, states increasingly disagree on issues such as democracy, human rights,
security, national interests, etc. The UN Convention against Cybercrime, initiated by Russia and
signed in October 2025, is the first example of a global normative framework for information
security. The purpose of this study is to identify mechanisms for achieving compromise in global
cybercrime regulation, despite the opposing positions of the UN member states representing both
liberal globalist and sovereigntist approaches.

Methods and Materials. In the first stage, thematic coding of the transcripts of opening
statements by UN member states was conducted. In the second stage, the text of the draft Convention
was coded, followed by a search for markers specific to liberal globalism and sovereigntism, based
on expert assessments by six faculty members of St. Petersburg State University. The objective was
to determine whether certain key concepts relate to liberal globalism or sovereigntism. In the third
stage, the texts of the discussions on the proposed amendments were examined.

Results. The study revealed that during the discussions, no state joined the group of countries
representing the opposite approach. Despite this, the normative ambiguity, by allowing for a broad
interpretation of the document's provisions, helped avoid a clash of irreconcilable positions. The
study also confirmed that influential actors tend to be much more visible and leave a greater
discursive footprint, while countries whose radical positions lack significant international support
often advocate for significant changes.

Discussion and Conclusion. The approach proposed in this article can be adapted to various
international negotiation situations to understand how states overcome differences and reach
compromises.

The relevance of this research topic is related to the growing tensions in the
system of international relations, which are bringing to the forefront security issues, the core of
which is military power, and one of the tools for its expansion is military-technical cooperation
between countries. The purpose of the study is to assess the impact of the special military operation
in Ukraine on the state of military-technical cooperation between the Russian Federation. Achieving
this goal raises a number of research questions: how has the combat experience of the special military
operation in Ukraine influenced changes in the global arms market; what political and economic
changes have occurred in the field of military-technical cooperation between the Russian Federation
since February 2022; what challenges and threats does the system of military-technical cooperation
with the Russian Federation currently face? Answers to these questions require an interdisciplinary
analysis at the intersection of political, economic, and military science.

Methods and materials. The study utilized general scientific research methods, as well as
problem analysis, OSINT analysis, and SWOT analysis. The materials include theoretical papers
examining issues of international, regional, and national security; analytical materials containing
factual data on the geography, nomenclature, and cost of military-technical supplies verified by
OSINT analysis; and research articles on contemporary armed conflicts in Eurasia.

Results. Combat experience during the special military operation revealed the widespread use
of robotic platforms, high-precision weapons, and modern reconnaissance, communications, and
control systems, including those based on artificial intelligence, and has affected the changing state
of the global arms market. Significant growth in the global arms market and a decline in Russia's
share are recorded; our country has lost its dominant position in traditional export markets; a
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transition to ad hoc military-technical cooperation driven by short-term political and military
objectives; the increasing penetration of foreign arms manufacturers into the post-Soviet space; and a
reduction in the number of Russian military products ready for export. A SWOT analysis was
conducted to identify the strengths, weaknesses, opportunities, and threats of Russia's current
military-technical cooperation.

Conclusion. The study substantiates areas for the development of Russian military-technical
cooperation in the current context. Future research prospects lie in an in-depth analysis of
intercountry deliveries and the range of military products.

It is argued that the absence of a dominant
regional power contributes to the fragmentation of Latin America, turning it into a field for intense
competition among non-regional actors. The authors pay special attention to the "double dependency"
dilemma faced by Latin American countries, which must balance between the ongoing military and
political pressure from the United States and the rapid growth of China's economic presence.

Discussion. The study theorizes the transition of the regional system from potential
monocentrism to an unstable polycentric model. The authors predict that, in the short term, the
struggle for leadership will shift away from ideological confrontation and towards a pragmatic
pursuit of external investment, which will eventually lead to the consolidation of the regional security
architecture and the reduction of Latin America's overall international influence. The future of
regional leadership in Latin America depends in large part on the political will of the current
generation of leaders to overcome their differences for the common good, and on the ability of
institutions to translate that will into concrete action. In the context of the emerging new world order,
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this is a necessary condition for the region to take its rightful place in the new global architecture,
rather than remaining an arena for foreign competition.

Conclusion. The publication is of interest to experts and young scientists, as well as to anyone
interested in contemporary global and regional studies. The study's findings provide
recommendations for improving the effectiveness of existing integration models for regional and
transregional cooperation between states, in which Russia actively participates.

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Introduction

The idea of Latin American unity and an independent path of development has a long
history, from the Pan—American thinkers of the 19th century to the waves of regionalism of
the late 20th and early 21st centuries. However, the practical implementation of regional
leadership has always faced many obstacles. Traditionally, Brazil and Argentina were
viewed as the primary candidates for the role of leaders of the region. Their potential
(economic, demographic, and diplomatic) made this particular combination key to building
integration mechanisms and a common regional agenda [2]. The starting point of the modern
rapprochement was the political decision to turn from historical competition to cooperation,
enshrined in the Iguazu Declaration on November 30, 1985°.

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The next step was already institutional in nature. The Asuncion Treaty of March 26,
1991 laid the foundations of MERCOSUR as a common market for Argentina, Brazil,
Paraguay and Uruguay®. Thus, a model of “two-center leadership" was established in the
region, where the sustainability of integration depended on the consistency of the strategies
of the two largest participants. However, it is precisely this bipolar structure that contains an
internal contradiction. When foreign policy and economic priorities coincide, it becomes an
engine of integration, but when courses diverge, it turns into a factor of stagnation. This was
reflected in the fate of broader projects, including UNASUR, established in 2008 as the
South American integration structure’. However, the political succession of regimes and
ideological fractures led to the fact that regional institutions lost their stability [3].

At the beginning of the 21st century, against the background of the so-called "pink
wave" of leftist governments, vigorous efforts were made to form new regional associations
alternative to the Organization of American States (OAS) and the influence of the United
States [4]. The Union of South American Nations (UNASUR) was established in 2008 and
the Community of Latin American and Caribbean States (CELAC) in 2010, followed a few
years earlier by the Bolivarian Alliance for the Peoples of Our America (ALBA) under the
auspices of Venezuela. These initiatives facilitated the prospects for an autonomous agenda
and collective leadership of the region. Thus, in the early years, UNASUR demonstrated its
potential. Under its auspices, presidents of different ideological positions jointly condemned
the coup in Honduras in 2009 and helped resolve the border crisis between Colombia and
Ecuador in 2008%. Nevertheless, these associations could not avoid internal contradictions.
UNASUR initially had a pronounced center-left character, largely supported by the resources
of Venezuela under Hugo Chavez. When conservative governments came to power in a
number of countries in the mid-2010s, a leadership crisis in UNASUR broke out. In 2017,
disagreements arose over the candidacy of the Secretary-General, and already in 2018, half
of the participants, including Argentina, Brazil, Chile, Colombia, Peru and Paraguay,
suspended membership or withdrew from the organization.® As a result, UNASUR virtually
ceased to function. Analysts directly attribute this failure to the ideological fragmentation of
the region and the lack of supranational leadership. The lack of unity put UNASUR among
the numerous unsuccessful attempts at regional cooperation [5].

A similar fate befell CELAC. Originally conceived as an inclusive forum without the
participation of the United States and Canada, CELAC was intended to promote integration
and serve as a platform for a unified voice of Latin America. However, here, too, ideological
differences have made themselves felt. After 2014, CELAC's activity decreased, and
summits were not held for several years due to disagreements between the members. In
2020, Brazilian President Jair Bolsonaro completely froze the country's participation in

CELAC, stating that the organization supports "dictatorships” in Cuba, Nicaragua and
Venezuela [6]. In 2023 when Luiz Inacio Lula da Silva came to power in Brazil, there was a
chance to restart CELAC when the country resumed membership.'® Nevertheless, for the
success of such associations, experts point to the need for deideologization and a pragmatic
approach. As political scientist Greg Weeks points out, for the long-term success of CELAC
and UNASUR, Lula will have to rid them of their narrow ideological heritage and ensure the
participation of all countries, regardless of political regimes. The history of these
organizations demonstrates that one of the key causes of the regional leadership crisis was
the traditional fragmentation and lack of priority in integration initiatives [7]. Each new
wave of governments often rejected the achievements of their predecessors, returning
regional politics to a state of drift.

Internal factors of regional fragmentation

Modern Latin America is extremely heterogeneous ideologically [8]. Left-wing
populist governments, right-wing conservative regimes, and centrist coalitions
simultaneously coexist in the region. This ideological pluralism, on the one hand, reflects the
region's democracy, and on the other, creates difficulties for interaction between countries.
State leaders often engage in public polemics, which undermines trust relations. An
illustrative example is the relationship between the presidents of major countries, namely the
center-left leader of Brazil, Lula da Silva, and the far-right President of Argentina, Javier
Miley. After Miley's election at the end of 2023, their personal and political differences only
intensified. Bilateral relations were strained by ideological rhetoric and personal critiques
issued by President Miley. He called his Brazilian counterpart "corrupt” and a
“communist,"'* as well as a "leftist with an inflated ego,"'? and refused to apologize despite
diplomatic pressure. Lula, in turn, criticized Miley's radical libertarian plans as dangerous for
democracy and demanded a public renunciation of such statements in order to establish a
personal dialogue.’® Similar ideological clashes are observed in other countries. For
example, Colombian President Gustavo Petro accused the Peruvian authorities of
undemocratic methods of suppressing protests, to which the interim Government of Peru
responded with a sharp protest and the recall of the ambassador. Chilean President Gabriel
Boric also sharply condemned Nicolas Maduro, expressing serious doubts about the
legitimacy of the elections in Venezuela, calling the situation unreal.** All these examples

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illustrate interstate tensions caused by ideological differences and personal ambitions, which
hinder the development of coordinated regional positions.

In addition, the internal problems of most Latin American countries also contribute to
the crisis of regional leadership. Almost all Governments in the region are forced to focus on
solving acute economic and social issues, from inflation and debt crises to rising crime and
mass protests. It is noteworthy that the majority of South American heads of the state
confront profound challenges to their political longevity.® For example, in 2023-2024, a
number of leaders found themselves in a vulnerable position. Ecuador's President Guillermo
Lasso dissolved Parliament and did not seek re-election amid impeachment.® In turn,
Chilean President Gabriel Boric lost the support of a significant part of the population after
the failure of constitutional reform. The level of disapproval of Borich's support policy was
about 59%."" Some leaders with high political ratings had significantly weakened by the
middle of their terms. In August 2024, the approval rating of Uruguayan President Luis
Lacalle Pou was about 45%, and the level of negative attitude was about 40%'®. The
approval rating of Colombian President Gustavo Petro dropped to about 26% by the middle
of his mandate, and the disapproval rate reached 61-65%"°, one of the lowest levels since the
beginning of his term in office. The internal political turbulence leads to the fact that the
national leaders lack the necessary institutional resources and trust to act as moderators of
the regional agenda. Moreover, the aggravation of internal crises often leads to an outburst of
nationalist rhetoric or the search for "external culprits” of problems, which further
complicates cooperation.

An important manifestation of internal fragmentation is the weakening of the
effectiveness of regional organizations and treaties [9]. Mechanisms designed to serve as
platforms for dialogue and joint action, such as the Organization of American States,
CELAC, MERCOSUR, the Andean Community, and the Pacific Alliance, are experiencing
serious difficulties. The OAS has long been split along ideological lines. A number of left-
leaning governments (Venezuela, Nicaragua, formerly Bolivia) accused the organization of a
pro-American position, while other countries supported the OAS line of defending
democracy. CELAC, as mentioned, was virtually inactive until recently. MERCOSUR
although it continues to function, has also faced a test of strength. An example was the
MERCOSUR summit in Buenos Aires in July 2025, when Javier Miley, who assumed the
presidency of the bloc, openly declared his intention to “end the destructive inertia” of

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integration and move towards freer trade with a minimum of supranational norms.?’ Miley
criticized the MERCOSUR structure as "bloated and clumsy” and proclaimed a course
towards radical economic liberalization across the entire bloc. Although his speeches at the
summit sounded relatively restrained compared to more radical statements in other
situations, it is clear that the political line of the new leadership of Argentina differs from the
methods used, for example, by Brazil, which, in turn, traditionally combines economic
integration with elements of coordination of economic strategy. As a result, MERCOSUR
found itself between two opposing approaches: Brazil, under Lula's leadership, advocates
maintaining and deepening integration, while Argentina, under Miley, questions previous
agreements and even withdrew from the plan to join BRICS after previously submitting an
application to participate in the group [10].

The disparity of foreign policy in the region also has a negative impact. Electoral
cycles often lead to abrupt shifts in foreign policy orientation. For example, the coming to
power of a new president in Argentina, Brazil or Mexico often means a departure from the
initiatives of his predecessors. The already mentioned decision of the Miley government to
reject Argentina's accession to the BRICS group, to which it has been invited since 2024,
was a clear indication of how quickly the country's key foreign policy guidelines can be
revised. As a result, neighbors are constantly having to adapt to new realities, making long-
term regional strategies difficult. Researchers note that Latin America's regional positions
depend too much on the impulses of individual governments or short-term diplomatic
conjunctures, instead of being based on a solid institutional foundation.?* In the absence of
stable cooperation platforms and with intergovernmental disunity, even a promising
initiative to develop the Responsibility to Protect norm called "Responsibility while
Protecting", proposed by Brazil in 2011-2012 as a way to clarify criteria for the use of force
through the UN, was then lost in practice. After initial interest, the project actually left the
international agenda and did not develop as a sustainable tool, especially after the departure
of key initiators from the active diplomatic movement [11].

Thus, the internal fragmentation of Latin America manifests itself at several levels at
once: ideological, political, economic and institutional. Taken together, these factors have
led to the fact that Latin America as a region often cannot present a united front either in
solving common problems or in dialogue with the outside world.

External factors and external pressure

In addition to internal disagreements, the crisis of regional leadership in Latin America
is significantly influenced by external factors. The geopolitical position of the region has
traditionally been determined by interaction with external centers of power, primarily the
United States of America, and in the 21st century the influence of China, as well as
interaction with the European Union and international financial organizations, is becoming
more noticeable. External pressure manifests itself both through direct political and

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economic steps on the part of the great Powers, and indirectly through global processes to
which the countries of the region have to adapt.

The United States has historically been considered an external guarantor of order in the
Western Hemisphere. In the twentieth century, American influence manifested itself both in
the economic sphere and through the OAS, military and intelligence operations, and support
for various regimes [12]. In recent years, the nature of the US presence in the region has
changed. Direct intervention has given way to diplomatic and sanctions pressure.
Washington continues to promote a pro-American agenda, support for democracy and
human rights (according to the US version), open markets, and countering "hostile regimes."
Specifically, the Joe Biden administration, on the one hand, went to a partial softening of
positions, which is confirmed by the resumption of dialogue with VVenezuela on the issue of
elections, the lifting of some sanctions in the fall of 2023%°. However, 2026 marked a
resurgence of direct interventionism in the internal affairs of sovereign nations.
Consequently, a targeted military operation was executed in Caracas to apprehend Nicolas
Maduro and facilitate his transfer to the USA for legal proceedings.?® At the same time, it is
noteworthy that the UN Human Rights Office has characterized the actions of the United
States as a violation of international law, and some countries in the region as a unilateral and
destabilizing step.?* Latin America's reaction, in turn, demonstrated the depth of the
ideological and political rift. A number of governments welcomed the operation, while leftist
and progressive-oriented cabinets publicly emphasized the principle of sovereignty and the
inadmissibility of the unilateral use of force; the joint statement by Brazil, Chile, Colombia,
Mexico, Uruguay and Spain is indicative, which emphasizes the rejection of the actions of
the United States and calls for "peaceful ways" of settlement while demanding regional unity
“over and above political differences".

Over the past two decades, China has become a key external player in Latin America
[13]. Its role is primarily economic in nature, but it is gradually acquiring a geopolitical
dimension. Chinese trade with the region is growing rapidly. The trade turnover between
China and Latin America is already expected to exceed $700 billion by 2035, and China may
surpass the United States by becoming the region's largest trading partner.?® China is already
the main export buyer for Brazil, Chile, Peru and several other countries. About two thirds of
Latin American countries have officially joined the Belt and Road Initiative (BRI) and are
attracting Chinese infrastructure funding.?” For example, in Peru and Ecuador, large-scale

In 2025, Ecuador awarded a 20-year contract for the development of the Sacha oil field
to a consortium in which China's Sinopec holds a leading stake. The project involves
significant investments to increase oil production.?® On the one hand, Chinese investments
and loans provide the necessary resources for development, on the other, they cause concern
in Washington and other capitals. Latin American countries have to balance. Profitable
economic cooperation with China sometimes contradicts the expectations of the United
States. In some cases, this leads to external pressure. For example, the United States has
warned partners about the risks of using Chinese 5G telecommunications technologies, and
China, in turn, expects political loyalty™.

The competition between the United States and China for influence in the region is
becoming an increasingly tangible reality, and Latin American leaders are forced to
maneuver, trying not to choose sides openly. Brazil, under the leadership of Lula da Silva,
declares a multi-vector policy. This is evidenced by the fact that in 2023 Lula visited
Beijing®, concluded a number of agreements and at the same time maintains a dialogue with
the United States and the EU. Mexico, being closely linked to the US economy, is also
looking for benefits in cooperation with China and Asia as a whole, developing nearshoring
as the transfer of production chains closer to the American market with the participation of
Asian capital.*> However, such a balance is not easy to maintain with the growing opposition
of the great powers.

The European Union has traditionally been less involved in Latin American politics
than the United States, but economic ties are significant and diplomatic activity is growing.
The long-suffering free trade agreement between the EU and MERCOSUR, agreed back in
2019, has not yet been ratified. In 2023, the European Commission proposed additional
environmental conditions, which met resistance in Brazil and Argentina. President Lula
called these demands a violation of sovereignty, although at the end of 2023, under pressure
from economic realities, Brazil softened its position and negotiations resumed. In December
2025, the presidents of the MERCOSUR countries agreed to intensify dialogue with the EU,

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hoping to sign the agreement in the near future.*® Eventually, 17 January 2026 the EU—
MERCOSUR agreement was formally signed in Paraguay, which marked an important step
in strengthening interregional economic cooperation. However, the deal continues to
provoke debates within the region regarding environmental standards, market access and the
balance between economic benefits and national sovereignty®. This is an example of how
external economic imperatives can push countries to cooperate, overcoming ideological
differences, but also an example of how external conditions can be perceived as pressure,
causing internal disputes.

The combination of external factors creates a difficult situation for Latin America: the
region is under pressure from several directions at once, which tests the strength of interstate
solidarity. Competition from external players sometimes splits the region, and global crises
reveal a lack of coordinated responses. Regional mechanisms such as the OAS or CELAC
have not yet been able to develop a unified line of behavior in the face of external influence —
this is hampered by both internal contradictions and limited resources. As a result, Latin
America often remains an "object” of geopolitics rather than a subject. This state of affairs
acutely raises the question of the need for consolidation.

Discussion

Prospects for overcoming the crisis and ways to strengthen leadership

Despite these difficulties, Latin America is taking steps to overcome regional disunity
and restore collective leadership. The imperative for regional cohesion is re-emerging as a
priority of many Governments.

The resumption of regular summits and meetings at the highest level is an important
step in this direction. An example is the informal summit of the heads of State of South
America, initiated by Lula da Silva in May 2023 in Brazil.*® Although the leaders' meeting
did not lead to the signing of high-profile agreements, the resumption of high-level
multilateral dialogue after several years of rift was regarded as a positive signal. Similarly,
the holding of the MERCOSUR summit at the end of 2025 In Buenos Aires, despite the
sharp disagreements between its participants, it demonstrated a willingness to maintain
dialogue within the bloc.

Given the negative experience of the past years, there is now much talk that regional
associations should be pragmatic and inclusive. The new generation of integration initiatives
is trying to avoid the labels of the "left" or "right" club. The goal is for the platform to
become a place of dialogue, not ideological confrontation. Similarly, within the framework
of MERCOSUR in 2025. There were statements that "the diversity of views did not become
an obstacle, but, on the contrary, served as an incentive for the work of the bloc"*®, as stated

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in Buenos Aires by the Argentine Foreign Minister, trying to emphasize pluralism within the
association. It is hoped that economic interdependence will encourage countries to cooperate
even with political differences. A striking example is the initiative to conclude the long-
delayed MERCOSUR-EU free trade agreement. Strengthening pragmatism and reducing the
rhetoric of mutual reproaches is one of the ways to strengthen regional leadership on a
consensual basis, where the role of coordinator can be performed, for example, by a neutral
technical group or a Secretariat.

Paradoxically, it is precisely the increase in external pressure that can push Latin
American countries to coordinate more closely with each other in order to jointly withstand
negative impacts and take advantage of new opportunities. In the context of a more
multipolar world, Latin America has a chance to in-crease its weight by participating in
expanded coalitions of the Global South. Participation in the BRICS is an important example
as a sign of the desire to integrate regional interests into global formats *’. Brazil in 2025
chairs the BRICS®, promoting the theme of cooperation in the Global South. Mexico has
been stepping up its foreign policy since Claudia Sheinbaum came to power. At the G20
summit in 2024, she proposed that all countries devote 1% of military spending to global
greening.*® Such steps form the image of Latin American leaders as responsible global actors
who go beyond purely regional issues. Although these efforts are still fragmented, they show
that if there is political will, the region is able to increase its collective presence in solving
global problems.

Summing up the prospects, it is worth noting that although the crisis of regional
leadership in Latin America is a fact, it should not be considered as inevitable and
permanent. History shows cycles. Periods of disunity were followed by ups of integration
when favorable conditions appeared. Now, at the turn of 2025-2026, there is an awareness
that fragmentation weakens everyone, making countries more vulnerable to external
challenges and limiting their development opportunities. There is a demand for a new model
of regional leadership — flexible, collective, based on common interests, and not on the
hegemony of one power. The question is whether the current leaders will be able to
overcome mutual contradictions for the sake of long-term benefits.

Conclusion

The crisis of regional leadership in Latin America is manifested in the inability of the
countries of the region to present a united front and consistently defend their interests on the
world stage. The causes of this crisis lie both in internal problems (ideological polarization,
political instability, weakening of integration institutions) and in external factors
(geopolitical pressure from world powers, the influence of global economic processes).
Internal fragmentation is combined with external pressure, which puts states in front of

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difficult choices. As a result, Latin America has largely lost its former subjectivity in recent
years. Against the background of the rapid changes in the world order, the region’s
diplomatic influence diminished, and its global role became increasingly marginalized.

At the same time, the conducted research shows that the region is not devoid of potential
to overcome this situation. An analysis of current trends allows us to draw a number of
conclusions. First of all, the crisis is not structural, but opportunistic. It is caused by the
temporary overlap of several unfavorable factors, such as internal crises in key countries and the
peak of external competition for influence. As the situation stabilizes, potential opportunities for
revitalized cooperation may arise. Moreover, even in the current circumstances, there are
attempts by countries to act collectively in the face of common challenges. Summits, multilateral
initiatives, and participation in global forums demonstrate an understanding of the need for
unification. Brazil and Argentina, the two largest economies in the region, whose cooperation
can set the tone for others, may play a special role in the near future.

Summarizing, we can conclude that the current agenda for Latin America is to re-store
the lost unity in the face of common challenges. According to analysts, over-coming the
"Latin American paradox"”, a strong normative commitment to shared values with little
practical coordination, requires a common vision, permanent structures and consistency of
external actions with internal development.** The future of regional leadership in Latin
America largely depends on the political will of the current generation of leaders to
overcome differences for the common good and on the ability of institutions to back up this
will with concrete actions. In the context of a fragmented world order, this is a necessary
condition for the region to take its rightful place in the new global architecture, instead of
remaining an arena for foreign rivalry.

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Abstract

Introduction. In the context of the transformation of the modern international system and the
intensification of competition in the Indo-Pacific region, the importance of searching for sustainable
models of interaction between states is increasing. The relevance of the study is determined by Russia’s
regional interests, the growing strategic role of India, the intensification of the policies of the EU and
Japan in the Indo-Pacific region, as well as the insufficient examination of the issue of India’s place in
their foreign policy concepts. The aim of the study is to identify the role of India in the strategies of the
EU and Japan, as well as to assess the prospects for their alignment in the regional context.

Materials and methods. The empirical base consists of official documents of the EU, Japan,
and India, materials of international organizations, analytical publications, and scientific studies. The
methodological basis is formed by a systems approach, comparative analysis, and elements of
foresight analysis, which make it possible to identify key trends and forecast the development of
strategic interaction between actors in the region.

Results. It has been identified that India is one of the key partners of Japan in ensuring regional
security and developing infrastructure connectivity in the Indo-Pacific region. India is also considered,
from the EU’s perspective, to be a significant factor in the region’s energy and infrastructure
transformation. Among the areas of convergence in the foreign policy discourses of Japan and the
European Union, the following stand out: ensuring energy security and freedom of navigation in the
region, as well as the development of infrastructure projects of macro-regional significance.

Discussion. The analysis has shown that the approaches of the EU and Japan to interaction
with India are complementary. Japan places emphasis on pragmatic and operational implementation
of infrastructure projects and security issues, whereas the EU adheres to a normative-institutional
model with priority on sustainable development and ESG standards.

Conclusion. India acts as a key link between the strategies of the EU and Japan, contributing to
the formation of a multipolar Indo-Pacific architecture. The prospects for cooperation are associated
with deepening cooperation in infrastructure, energy, and digital spheres, as well as institutionalization
of trilateral interaction, contributing to strengthening regional stability, sustainable development, and
global significance. Additionally, the results may be used in developing foreign policy strategies and
analytical assessment of regional integration and international cooperation processes, which are of
interest to Russia during a global transformation of the world order.

The Formation of the Kazakh-Russian Border and the Evolution
of its Perception in Kazakh Society

Abstract

Introduction. This study seeks to overcome a narrow institutional approach to border studies.
Its goal is to identify the key stages and factors in the evolution of perceptions of the border with
Russia in Kazakh society. The primary research question is how Kazakh society's perception of the
state border has transformed over a long historical period, and what factors have shaped this
transformation. In today's turbulent times, understanding the dynamics of border perception is
essential for developing strategies for cross-border interaction. Limology is a rapidly developing
interdisciplinary field, and the study of the mental perception of borders, rather than just their legal
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formalization, is in line with the global trend in identity studies. A key element of innovation is the
shift in research perspective: while borders have traditionally been studied in legal and geopolitical
terms, this article presents an attempt to conceptualize borders as a phenomenon of consciousness.
Undoubtedly, the assertion that the modern border is simultaneously a “rigid barrier” (a symbol of
sovereignty) and a “transparent bridge” (a resource for cooperation) is not new in itself, but the
novelty of this work lies in its historical grounding of this duality. The authors demonstrate that
“transparency” is not only the product of current agreements but also the result of centuries of
coexistence, “historical capital”. This conclusion, in essence, leads to a new explanatory model in
which the border is presented not as a static line, but as an evolving social construct.

Methods and Materials. The methodology is based on an interdisciplinary synthesis that
combines the historical-genetic method, the method of problem-chronological analysis of sources,
the comparative method, discourse analysis and the actualization method. The empirical base consists
of two complementary bodies of sources: official documents and sources reflecting social reception.
This allows us to compare the border project “from above” with its perception and development
“from below”.

Results. Based on an analysis of eight chronological periods, a nonlinear evolution of border
perception was reconstructed, represented by five key phases: from the conflict between the imperial
"line" and the nomadic “area”, through adaptation, the nationalization of space, and the Soviet
ideological paradox, to the contemporary post-Soviet synthesis. The periods represent the
chronological level, while the phases represent the conceptual level, thus operating within the overall
“event-meaning” nexus. The main conclusion is the identification of the unique dual status of the
border in modern consciousness: it simultaneously functions as a rigid symbolic barrier to
sovereignty and as a transparent resource bridge for cooperation.

Conclusion. The study demonstrates that the Russian-Kazakh border is not only a geopolitical
and legal phenomenon, but also a sociocultural one. The proposed model proves its effectiveness for
a comprehensive analysis of borders, revealing them as the product of a dialogue between state
projects and social practices. The established historical continuity and the established balance
between barrier and contact functions explain the stability and functionality of one of the longest land
borders in the world.

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Abstract

Introduction. In the context of increasing turbulence in the international system, competition
among states is acquiring a multidimensional character, encompassing political, economic,
sociocultural, and humanitarian domains with the aim of expanding multilateral external influence.
Within this framework, the relations of Russia and Turkey with Kazakhstan reflect the emergence of
a competitive—cooperative model, in which states employ diverse instruments to consolidate their
positions in both regional and global contexts. Following the dissolution of the Soviet Union,
Kazakhstan adopted a multi-vector foreign policy, enabling it to engage with a wide range of
partners, including Russia and Turkey. However, each of these states relies on distinct mechanisms
of influence in Central Asia in general, and in Kazakhstan in particular. The aim of this study is to
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identify the key factors of interstate influence under contemporary competitive conditions, drawing
on the case of the current interactions between Russia and Turkey with Kazakhstan.

Materials and Methods. The study employs general scientific methods, including the analysis
and systematization of scholarly and regulatory—legal sources, as well as factual and statistical data
and public sociopolitical narratives circulating in the media space. A method of comparative
comprehensive analysis is applied to examine the strategies of Russia and Turkey with regard to their
influence on Kazakhstan’s development. The research also utilizes discourse analysis, which makes it
possible to consider, in a broader context, how Russia and Turkey construct their narratives in
Kazakhstan and how information about one of the key Central Asian actors is communicated in the
public sphere. An institutional approach is used to identify the role of international organizations and
bilateral agreements in the implementation of the two states’ “soft power.” Finally, the method of
generalization of the obtained results allows for the identification of key factors of interstate
influence under contemporary competitive conditions.

Results. The study identifies distinctive features and spheres of influence of Russia and Turkey
in Kazakhstan during the post-Soviet period. Russia maintains its influence through the promotion of
the Russian language, which holds official status in Kazakhstan; shared cultural ties rooted in the
Soviet past; the widespread presence of Russian-language media; as well as investments and the
implementation of large-scale infrastructure projects. Turkey, in contrast, prioritizes the development
of joint universities and the establishment of cultural centers, along with youth-oriented initiatives,
while only gradually extending its influence into the economic and investment domains. The findings
also indicate a pattern of competitive engagement by both Russia and Turkey in Kazakhstan’s
military sphere. The synthesis of the data allows for the systematization of key factors of interstate
influence under contemporary competitive conditions, including demographic, institutional, cultural-
linguistic, informational, investment-economic, infrastructural, educational, and socio-humanitarian,
as well as military-political and military-technological factors.

Conclusion. Kazakhstan is positioned at the center of competition between two powers, which
directly affects its foreign policy and regional stability. Russia and Turkey employ different influence
strategies: Russia relies on a shared Soviet legacy with Kazakhstan, whereas Turkey draws on Turkic
identity and religious affinity. The interactions of Russia and Turkey with Kazakhstan demonstrate
the effectiveness of both a comprehensive (multivector) and a multilateral approach to addressing the
issue of interstate influence in contemporary competitive environments.
